Preaching the Kingdom of God 

The gospel this weekend focuses again on Jesus‟ ministry in Galilee.  It  

includes a number of healing miracles.  Interestingly, the gospel passage once 

again provides an insight into how the evangelist viewed the miracles that Jesus 

performed there.    

According to Mark, the miracles were not the primary focus of Jesus‟ work.  

Indeed, the gospel text clearly indicates that Jesus did not allow himself to be 

distracted by the success and popularity of his miracles.  He was not a populist 

„folk healer‟.  The main focus of Jesus‟ mission was to preach the good news 

about the coming kingdom.   

The miracles are presented by Mark as signs of God‟s compassionate response 

to the universal human condition of misery and hopelessness, a condition that 

Jesus would overcome through the paschal mystery.   They are pre-figurations 

of the ultimate miracle, which is the resurrection.  In this sense, the miracles are 

the preliminary acts of healing that foreshadow the greatest act of healing  

available to all men and women.  Jesus restores true meaning to life.     

¶ It is a pleasure to welcome back Fr Neville Byrne, SM, to the pastoral team 

at St Patrick‟s.  Fr Byrne worked at St Patrick‟s over many years and is a 

former parish priest.  He will work in the parish from 7th February until 22nd 

March. 

A Friendly Guide to Prayer:  Fr Michael Whelan, SM, has written a useful 
and inspirational guide to prayer.  “Being present to the Presence” is a helpful 
way to understand the grace of prayer and God‟s invitation to us to enter more 
deeply into his mystery in our lives.  The book is colourfully presented and  
contains an introduction to each of the fourteen themes, rich quotes for personal 
reflection, and a series of recommended practices pertaining to each theme. At 
$24.95 per copy it is a wise investment and will help to achieve greater depth in 
our spiritual lives.  Copies are available from the parish office and from the 
Aquinas Academy.
